With the recent passage of the RENTAL Act, DC is 
modernizing housing policy to strengthen the housing 
ecosystem, streamline court processes, and reform 
the Tenant Opportunity to Purchase Act (TOPA), 

making it easier for investors and housing providers 
to create and preserve affordable housing.



Housing production trust fund
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The Fiscal Year 2026 budget includes 
another $100 million for the Housing 
Production Trust Fund (HPTF), bringing 
our total HPTF investments over the 
past decade to more than $1.4 billion. 

In 2019, we made DC the first major city to set 
affordable housing targets by neighborhood. In 2025, 
we cut the ribbon on the Louise Senior Apartments, 
the first HPTF project west of Rock Creek Park.
